However, time esitams arenot given to accommodate students who did not f
their homework! (Please inform the instructor praha if a medical condition prevents you from widiquickly.)

There areno makeup quizzes; as they are worth a relatively low nemtf points, none are dropped. If you mi
quiz, you may turn in your actual homework to eidwe quiz points that you would otherwise have nisstowevel
this privilege is extended to each student only time per academic term; if you miss more than looeeworl
quiz, you must simply accept the consequences s$ing those points. (Historically, students whosrssver:
quizzes usually fail the course.) Homework subrdifte lieu of a quiz may not be returned before riegt chapte
test, as grading homework is the instructor's lavpe®rity. The intent of these quizzes is to ermege students
complete the homework. On quizzes, all steps masshiown to earn credit; if no work is shown, thstrncto
assumes that the answer was copied from the batteadtextbook, so no credit is awarded even ifahswer i
correct.
