You do not have to be Gauss (the Einstein ofhintd understand mathematics, but you n
cultivate good study habits. It is possible (altfpounot desirable) to complete problems, get understand the
underlying concepts. Improving analytical problerselving skills is an important, but secondary, gofathis course
The principal aim is to instill an awareness ofibasathematical principles. Try these steps:

o The textbook sections to be discussed at the Hass eneeting are announced at the end of eachrdedther
you begin to study, quickly scan the headings,uped, diagrams, and captions in these sections1 gbeback
and read the text. Do not worry too much if yourad understand everything the first time; it is emanportan
to see the material so you know what to expechatnext lecture. Write down questions that comenitod as
you read. Then ask these questions in class (oe lrclassmate to ask them).

¢ As topics are discussed in class, study the aptepparagraphs more carefully. Work the examptesaatct
paper. Don't look at the answer right away. If ymi stuck, look at the solution (one line at a Jirfee a hint.
You may have to study a text section or exampleatgally before it begins to make sense.

o Try the homework problemafter you study the text and your notes. Some studdat$ with the homewor
problems, thinking that if they find similar exampland just plug in numbers, they save time becdugsedon'
have to read the text! Usually the problems aré ditferent and this method doesn't work. Eveit does work
your understanding will be incomplete, as the teslissoon demonstrate.

o Before the homework assignment is due, ask other studentbeck your answers. Work in groups (for mi
support) and come to Homework Club (for help oyafir group can't agree on an answer). The answearsst
odd-numbered problems are in the back of the book.

e To prepare for tests, practice by working the exXesipnd additional problems in each section. Mdnhe tesi
problems are taken straight out of the text.

e Planto spend 10 to 15 hours per week outside classgarhaps more) studying mathematics.
